The Conventions of Drama
What is a drama? Is a form of literature that is written to be performed for an audience either on stage or on camera
Types: 1. 
Tragedy
-- unveils the downfall of the main character

	Convention
	Definition

	Acts and scenes


	These are how plots are divided

Each scene establishes a different time or place

	Plot

(exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, resolution)
	Sequence of actions or events in a story

	Conflict
	Struggle between opposing forces

	Protagonist
	Is the central character of the play

	Antagonist
	Is the character who opposes the main character

	Foil
	A minor character whose traits contrast sharply with those of the main character

	Stage Directions
	Italicized instructions in a play and are written by the author. Describes use of props, lighting, scenery, sound effects and costumes

	Dialogue
	Conversation between characters

	Monologue
	A long speech spoken by a single character to himself/herself or to the audience

	Soliloquy
	A monologue in which a character speaks his/her private thoughts aloud and unaware of the audience

	Aside
	A short speech or comment that is delivered by a character to the audience, but is beyond the hearing of the other characters. 

	Oxymoron
	A figure of speech that combines opposite terms

	Pun
	Play on words to add humor
