The Content of Your Paper
1. Introduce Topic and What I Knew Before Searching (if anything)

ii. What information did you find that surprised you?

iii. What information did you expect to find that was not available?

4. Why This Topic is Important to Know

a. This section of your paper explains the two most important parts of your research—in other words, what are the most important facts should someone know about this topic?

b. This section of the paper should include a topic sentence, two concrete details explained through at least two sentences each, and a concluding sentence.
